L:	 No one who practices deceit shall remain in my house; no one who utters lies shall 

continue in my presence. (Psalm 101:7) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Loyal. 
L:	 Do not press me to leave you or to turn back from following you! Where you go, I will go; 

where you lodge, I will lodge; your people shall be my people, and your God my God. 
(Ruth 1:16) 

R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Helpful. 
L:	 You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against any of your people, but you shall 

love your neighbor as yourself: I am the Lord. (Leviticus 19:18) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Friendly. 
L:	 Some friends play at friendship but a true friend sticks closer than one's nearest kin. 

(Proverbs 18:24) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Courteous. 
L:	 Honor your father and your mother, (Exodus 20:12a) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Kind. 
L:	 Do not withhold good from those to whom it is due, when it is in your power to do it. 

(Proverbs 3:27) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Obedient. 
L:	 Has the Lord as great a delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of 

the Lord? Surely, to obey is better than sacrifice, (1 Samuel 15:22a) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Cheerful. 
L:	 A glad heart makes a cheerful countenance, but by sorrow of heart the spirit is broken. 

(Proverbs 15:13) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Thrifty. 
L:	 Precious treasure remains in the house of the wise, but the fool devours it. 

(Proverbs 21:20) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Brave. 
L:	 Be strong and bold; have no fear or dread of them, because it is the Lord your God who 

goes with you; he will not fail you or forsake you. (Deuteronomy 31:6) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Clean. 
L:	 How can young people keep their way pure? By guarding it according to your word. 

(Psalm 119: 9) 
R:	 Praise be to God. A Scout is Reverent. 
L:	 And if you be unwilling to serve the Lord, choose this day whom you will serve, ...but as for 

me and my family, we will serve the Lord our God. (Joshua 24:15) 
R:	 Praise be to God. 
L:	 Into your hands, 0 Lord, we commend ourselves to your service, trusting in your mercy; 

Almighty God, King of the Universe. 



P..:	 Give us clean hands, clean words, and clean thoughts, 0 God. Teach us to work 
hard and to play fair. Forgive us when we are unkind and guide us to help others. 
Send us strength to do a Good Turn each day and so to live after your will. Amen.
